THIS AGREEMENT ("Agreement") is made by and between Consumer Electronics Association ("CEA"), a Commonwealth of Virginia trade association doing business at 1919 South Eads Street, Arlington, Virginia 22202 (“CEA”) and  [INSERT COMPANY NAME], an organization doing business at [INSERT COMPANY’S ADDRESS] (“Tabletop Exhibitor”).

WHEREAS, CEA is the owner of the 2009 International CES that features the 2009 CES REINVENTING ADVERTISING, MOBILE ENTERTAINMENT AND GAME POWER CONFERENCES at the Las Vegas Convention Center in Las Vegas, NV (“CES”); and   
WHEREAS, CEA shall be hosting a press event entitled 2009 CES REINVENTING ADVERTISING, MOBILE ENTERTAINMENT AND GAME POWER CONFERENCES and desires Tabletop Exhibitor to exhibit at this press event; and 

WHEREAS, Tabletop Exhibitor desires to exhibit at the 2009 CES REINVENTING ADVERTISING, MOBILE ENTERTAINMENT AND GAME POWER CONFERENCES  that shall take place on Wednesday, January 7, 2009 (“Event”); and   

WHEREAS, CEA and Tabletop Exhibitor do hereby agree that the details of said Tabletop Exhibit are attached hereto as Attachment A; and 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants, promises and terms and conditions contained herein, Tabletop Exhibitor and CEA do hereby agree as follows: 

Terms and Conditions:

1. Tabletop Exhibitor of Event.  Upon execution of this Agreement and payment to CEA of the Tabletop Exhibitor Fee set forth in Section 2 below, Tabletop Exhibitor shall be entitled to participate as a non-exclusive Tabletop Exhibitor in the Event.  Tabletop Exhibitor details are set forth in Attachment A, attached hereto and expressly incorporated herein by reference. 

2. Payment.  In consideration of Tabletop Exhibitor’s right to participate in the Event, Tabletop Exhibitor shall pay to CEA the sum of $[ENTER APPROPROPRIATE AMOUNT], a non-refundable payment, upon execution of this Agreement (“Tabletop Exhibitor Fee”).  Checks shall be made payable to: Consumer Electronics Association, P.O. Box 759083, Baltimore, MD, 21275-9083.  There shall be a $50 charge for all returned checks.
3. Cancellation or Change of Event.  CEA, in its sole discretion, has the right to change the Event Date or Event Site, or cancel any part of the Event. If for any reason CEA changes the Event Date or the Event Site or cancels any part of the Event, then the sole liability of CEA to Tabletop Exhibitor shall be (i) to notify Tabletop Exhibitor as far in advance as possible of such changes or cancellation, and (ii) in the event that the Event is cancelled and the Tabletop Exhibitor cannot attend, the Event during the re-scheduled time period, to refund Tabletop Exhibitor Fee previously paid by Tabletop Exhibitor.

4. Cancellation by Tabletop Exhibitor.  All cancellations must be in writing and shall become effective when received by CEA.  Should the Tabletop Exhibitor cancel all, or part, of the Tabletop Exhibit agreed to herein without cause after the date CEA accepts this Agreement, Tabletop Exhibitor’s sole liability and CEA’s exclusive remedy shall be that CEA may retain: a) 50% of the total Tabletop Exhibitor Fee if cancellation is made 31 days or more prior to any event, b) 100% of the total Tabletop Exhibitor Fee if canceled 30 days prior to the event.  All payments made or due to CEA shall be fully earned and non-refundable in consideration for expenses incurred by CEA and its lost or deferred opportunity to provide the Tabletop Exhibit to others.  All cancellation fees that may become due hereunder are acknowledged by the Tabletop Exhibitor as liquidated damages and are not applicable toward any future CEA-Tabletop Exhibitor shows or events.

5. Cancellation of Tabletop Exhibit by CEA.  Tabletop Exhibit may be cancelled by CEA for failure to make payments when due or for failure to comply with CEA regulations that are made known to Tabletop Exhibitor in advance.  If Tabletop Exhibit is cancelled by CEA for any of these reasons, Tabletop Exhibitor shall be notified in writing.  It is further agreed that based on the timing of such cancellation, as evidenced by the letter of notification, Tabletop Exhibitor is liable for the same cancellation charges as referred to in Section 4, above.  

Tabletop Exhibitor also grants CEA, at CEA’s sole discretion, the right to deny the Tabletop Exhibit and return the Tabletop Exhibitor Fee made as the sole remedy should CEA determine that the Tabletop Exhibit is not in the best interests of the Event for any other reason, including taste, obscenity, intellectual property concerns, court order, etc.
6. Venue Rules and Regulations.  Sponsor must abide by all rules and regulation of the Las Vegas Convention Center (“LVCC”), specifically the rules detailed in ATTACHMENT B, attached hereto and incorporated into this Agreement by reference.  A full list of LVCC rules and regulations may be found in the CES Exhibitor Manual.  Additional information specific to this CES Game Power Conference tabletop exhibitors is detailed in ATTACHMENT C, attached hereto and incorporated into this Agreement by reference.  

7. Intellectual Property and Indemnification.   Tabletop Exhibitor represents and warrants that Tabletop Exhibitor is the owner or licensee of all intellectual property rights provided to CEA for use in conjunction with Tabletop Exhibit, and Tabletop Exhibitor hereby agrees to indemnify and hold harmless CEA for any and all claims that may be brought relating to the use of said rights. 

8. Use of Tabletop Exhibitor Marks/Logos.  Tabletop Exhibitor grants to CEA a royalty-free, non-exclusive license to use and display the logos, trademarks and trade names associated with Tabletop Exhibitor (“Tabletop Exhibitor’s Marks”) and participating Tabletop Exhibitors to be included in CEA promotional materials, advertising and promotional activities directly related to the Event.  CEA shall use the Tabletop Exhibitor’s Marks in accordance with such reasonable guidelines as Tabletop Exhibitor may provide in writing.  CEA agrees to cooperate with Tabletop Exhibitor in facilitating the monitoring and control of the use of Tabletop Exhibitor’s Marks.

9. Indemnification.  Each party agrees to indemnify, defend and forever hold the other (and each of its affiliates, and all of their respective present and former officers, members, directors, employees, representatives, attorneys, insurers and agents and the successors, heirs and assigns of any of these) harmless from and against any and all losses, liabilities, claims, costs, damages and expenses (including, without limitation, fines, forfeitures, attorneys’ fees, disbursements and administrative or court costs) arising directly or indirectly out of any breach or alleged breach of its representations, warranties, and obligations under this Agreement, or (ii) any claim that any material supplied by the party under this Agreement, including without limitation, material provided for this Event, violates any copyright, trademark, service mark, patent or other proprietary right of any third party.

10. Insurance.   Tabletop Sponsor represents and warrants that Tabletop Sponsor possess and shall maintain in effect the following insurance policies.
(1) Commercial General Liability, including Premises/Operations, Contractual, and Products/Completed Operations with a minimum combined single limit of $1,000,000 each occurrence, subject to $2,000,000 aggregate. Sponsor shall name CEA as an Additional Insured on this coverage.

(2) Workers’ Compensation and Employer’s Liability for any of Sponsor’s employees participating in the Event, as required by law. The Employer’s Liability limits shall be in a minimum amount of $500,000 per employee and per policy for Bodily Injury by Disease and $500,000 for Bodily Injury by Accident.

11. Limitations of Liability.  UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES SHALL EITHER PARTY BE LIABLE TO THE OTHER PARTY FOR INDIRECT, INCIDENTAL, CONSEQUENTIAL, SPECIAL OR EXEMPLARY DAMAGES (EVEN IF THAT PARTY HAS BEEN ADVISED OF THE POSSIBILITY OF SUCH DAMAGES), ARISING FROM ANY PROVISION OF THIS AGREEMENT.

12. Assignment.  Neither party may assign any of its rights or delegate any of its duties under this Agreement without prior written consent of the other party.










13. Relationship of the Parties.  Each of the parties to this Agreement is an independent contractor and nothing in this Agreement shall be construed as to create a partnership or joint venture between the parties, to impose any liability as such on either of them, or to grant either party the right to bind the other without the other’s prior written consent.













14. Force Majeure.  The performance of this Agreement by either party is subject to Acts of God, war, government authority or regulations, terrorism, disaster, fire, labor disputes, strikes, civil disorder, health risk, communication line failures, power failure, curtailment of transportation, or other similar causes or threat thereof beyond the control of the parties, making it illegal or impossible to perform to the terms of the contract, hold the event or provide the facility. The Agreement may be terminated for any of the above reasons without liability by written notice from party to the other.











15. Governance. This Agreement and all rights and obligations of the parties relating hereto shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the internal laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia without giving effect to any conflicts of law rules that would cause the application of the laws of any other jurisdiction.  At CEA's option, any controversy or claim arising out of or relating to this contract or the breach thereof (except for an action for injunctive relief) may be resolved by arbitration held in Arlington County, Commonwealth of Virginia, in accordance with the Rules of the American Arbitration Association in effect at the time the arbitration is initiated, and judgment upon the award rendered by the arbitrators may be entered in any court jurisdiction thereof.  Tabletop Exhibitor agrees to submit to the exclusive jurisdiction of the State and Federal courts in the Commonwealth of Virginia.

The persons signing this Agreement on behalf of the parties represent and warrant that the undersigned persons are duly authorized and appointed agents of the parties, fully empowered to bind the parties to all provisions contained in the Agreement and that no further action is required by the parties to enter into this agreement.

Any changes to this Agreement must be in writing and must be signed by both parties.

ATTACHMENT B

SPECIFIC LVCC RULES AND REGULATIONS
1. Except for equipment that uses liquid propone gas (LPG) or natural gas as a fuel, compressed gas cylinders, including LPG and all flammable or combustible liquids, are prohibited inside the building.

2. NO SMOKING in the North Hall Conference rooms during move-in or move-out due to fire hazard.

3. No signs, banners, trussing, lights, etc. may be hung from the ceilings or the support structures above the ceilings. All truss and support must be floor standing.

4. Rigging, hanging signs and affixing signs to the existing permanent walls and doors is not permitted.

5. Fire extinguishers, fire hose cabinets, fire alarm pull stations, and exit signage must not be blocked and remain visible.

6. Exhibitors may not use or have access to any existing storage closets and utility rooms within the meeting room.

7. Electrical service is limited in the installed plugs/Crouse-Hinds show power receptacles in each room. You may only use existing power in these meeting rooms and may not pull in any additional power. Exhibitors must contact GES/TSE in advance to arrange for their electrical requirements. 8. Any damages are the sole responsibility of the exhibiting company.
